Making Your Faith Real
Here are some practical suggestions if you want to do something to make your faith real throughout the week.

1.
Sunday – Make your faith real by spending at least 30 minutes in prayer asking God to help you make your faith real in your life by trusting His word and being obedient.

2.
Monday – Make your faith real by spending at least 30 minutes reading from Matthew Chapters 5, 6, and 7, and asking whether you really believe this is the right way to live.  Choose at least one thing you will do differently because you really believe what Jesus said.

3.
Tuesday – Make your faith real by spending at least 30 minutes evaluating your actions over the past week and determining what thoughts, words, actions, or inactions were wrong.  Ask God’s forgiveness for those specific things and determine to make the needed changes.

4.
Wednesday – Make your faith real by talking to family members or a close friend about something having to do with God or your faith.  Determine that you will be present if possible for the Wednesday evening assembly with a heart prepared to grow closer to God and other Christians.

5.
Thursday – Make your faith real by looking for an opportunity to make a genuine sacrifice of yourself for the good of someone else or for something you know would please God.

6.
Friday – Make your faith real by seeing how many times you can recognize God’s presence during the activities of your day, and pray to God several times in short, but meaningful prayers.

7.
Saturday – Make your faith real by spending some time preparing your heart and mind to worship Him on Sunday, realizing that you will be entering His presence in a special way when Christians are assembled.

Read the following scriptures to prepare for a message on the importance of really knowing Jesus.  Ask God to open your heart to know Him better.  John 17:1-3, Philippians 3:7-11, 1 John 2:1-6
