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Dear Brethren: 
  
I pray that you are all doing well. I sincerely apologize 
again for being so late with my updates. I have been travel-
ling extensively locally working with several sister congre-
gations in our “Church Growth and Leadership Develop-

ment Initiative” assisting with Evan-
gelistic Gospel Meetings and Reviv-
als. This has been probably the busiest 
summer I’ve has so far in my nearly 
fifteen years of  work in the Ministry. 
We have been blessed with good 
weather and as such were really able 
to capitalize on the opportunities 
given to us by God. 
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The Church at Ann’s Grove is doing well. Attendance is in the 70’s and 80’s. Our outstation Chil-
dren Class at Bee Hive also continues to progress with an average attendance of 45. On Sundays I 
am teaching the Adult Bible Class. We are presently in a series entitled “Back to the Basics.” I am 
also preaching a series entitled “Holding on to your faith in 
difficult times.” We continue our video-conferencing 
classes on Wednesdays and Fridays. Bro. Jon Hazelip is 
teaching a series on “The First Letter of the Apostle Peter” 
on Wednesdays. On Fridays Bro. Dave Laton is teaching 
“The Parables of Christ.” On Thursdays Bro. Jerry 
Cantrell is teaching on “Marriage and the Family” at 
Lamaha Gardens. 
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During July 04-08, we conducted a Medical Mission with 
Operation Guyana at Ann’s Grove/Clonbrook. The team of 
medical workers and Bible Teachers comprised of Chris-
tians from Florida, Arkansas and Oklahoma. More than 
1000 people received Medical Care, Eye Tests and glasses, 
and Dental Care. Personal Bible Studies were conducted 
during the day and 31 precious souls obeyed the Gospel of 
Jesus Christ and received the remission of sins. Joel Dal-
rymple and Gary Southerland spoke at the nightly meetings 
which were also well attended. We thank God for the Souls 
that were saved and also for the opportunity to sow the seed 
with over 1000 souls. There was also a nightly Kids Praise 
that was attended by over 100. 
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On July 03, we had out Annual Tent Meeting at Ann’s Grove. There more than 300 present this year 
representing about 8 congregations. The theme for this year was “Closer to Heaven in 2011.” Our 
Keynote Speaker was Joel Dalrymple from Jacksonville Beach Florida. The Service started at 10:00 
Hrs and concluded at Midday. Lunch was prepared and served by the Ann’s Grove brethren. The 
singing and fellowship was awesome. This is the only fellowship of its kind that is done here in 
Guyana that seeks to bring brethren from different locations on at one place on a Lord’s Day.  



During June 19-22, I worked with the Industry Church on a Revival 
and Restoration Mission. Floyd Cato and Orin Ross, Jr. who share in 
the work there are my very good friends. I was asked to speak dur-
ing the nightly meetings on the theme “Who is God to You?” The 
Church at Industry started about 15 years ago when a US Mission-
ary, Bruce House, worked in Guyana. This was a very prosperous 
and thriving congregation but had fallen upon some tough times dur-
ing the years. Both Floyd and Junior are very energetic and zealous 
and are working toward putting that congregation back on fire. Dur-

ing the daytime, Bible Studies 
were conducted in the homes 
of delinquent members and 
drop-outs who were also in-
vited to the evening meetings. 
The meetings were well attended. There was one baptism and 
12 restorations during the week but more than ever there is a 
renewed sense of zeal that circulates among the members. I 
thank God for the opportunity of being able to work with that 
church. 
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During August 01-05, I worked with the Triumph Church during a 
Restoration and Gospel Meeting under the theme “Saving Souls for 
the Love of God.” Visitation and Home Bible Studies were con-
ducted during the day. This effort was organized and led by Jona-
than Daw.  Several members teamed up to assist. Jonathan and I 
graduated the Guyana International Bible Institute in the class of 
1997. Jonathan is presently working in the construction industry and 
moved to live in the triumph area lately. He began fellowshipping 
with the Triumph Church and realized that there was no trained min-
ister there and that the work was really falling apart. He was asked by the brethren there to serve as a 
voluntary minister which he accepted. This mission effort was his first attempt to revive the church 

there. The church at Triumph has a nice facility, two story concrete 
building, but is really struggling. Myself and Chris DeCaires spoke 
during the nightly meetings. There were no baptisms during the week 
but many restorations. Above all, we were grateful for the opportunity 
to sow the seed in this area, knowing that in time God will provide the 
increase. Please pray for Jonathan Daw and the Church at Triumph. 
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We are presently gearing up for Summer Camp 2011. The youth 
camp will be held during August 22-26 at Camp Kayuka on the 
Soesdyke Highway. I am one of the Keynote Speakers. The 
Theme is “Following Hard after God.” Please pray that God will 

give us the opportunity to teach and encourage our youths here to greater spiritual living. The 
camp will have youths present from all across Guyana. Following Summer Camp we will be 
conducting VBS at Ann’s Grove, August 29-September 02. 
 

Shenay Maria has made us proud again. She has earned several awards again this semester in-
cluding Perfect Attendance, Bookworm, Matemagician and the Principal’s Award. She has got-
ten these award for all three semesters in Grade two. She will move on to Grade Three in Sep-
tember.  
Thanks for the many ways you assist us in the work here. Thanks also for the many prayers and 
encouragement you gave to us. 
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During August 7-12, we were blessed to have Brother Jamil 
Hall visit and assist us in a follow up effort at Ann’s Grove/
Clonbrook. We visited and conducted home Bible Studies all 
week with members who seldom attend services. We also con-
ducted follow-up studies with people taught during the Medi-
cal Mission. During this effort, Dolly Baksh surrendered her 
life to Jesus Christ and was baptized. Dolly was immersed on 
Wednesday August 10.  

During August 8-12 we also assisted with a VBS and Gospel 
Meeting at Parafaite Harmonie. The church there began only a 
few months ago. Jerome John is the Local Minister. I had the 
privilege of teaching Jerome a few classes while he studied at 
GIBI. Mark Adams coordinated and directed the VBS. There 
were about 60 in attendance. This church meets at the home of 
one of the brethren there. There were five local speakers cho-
sen for the Five–Nights Gospel Meeting. I was scheduled to 
speak on Monday Night. Myself and Jamil Hall was there. I 
gave the opportunity to Jamil to speak since he was our guest 
and he did an outstanding Job. The other speakers were Nigel 
Milo, Nobert Thomas, Floyd Cato and Chris Decaires. There 
was one baptism during the week and many contacts to follow-
up. 
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
