We hope 
you had a wonderful holiday and pray that 2010 will be a very successful year for us 
as we continue to partner together in trying to reach the lost for our Lord and Savior 
Jesus Christ and build up His body. God has 
been very good to us during the past year. He 
has helped us through every challenge we 
faced and has opened many doors of oppor-
tunities for us to preach the Gospel here. For 
this we are very grateful. We are also very 
thankful for the many prayers and support 
you have lavished on us during 2009. With-
out you we would not have been able to con-
tinue this work. We have had mostly fair 
weather during the year which enabled us to 
be out in the field more frequently. Tempera-
ture ranged from 29-34oC and humidity was 
very high. 

Apart from my work at Ann’s Grove, I was 
personally blessed with the opportunity of visiting several congregations this year 
and assist in their Church Growth activities. Many of our congregations are small and 
lack adequate leadership. In fact, many of the churches here do not have a full-time 
minister serving and that affects the growth and maturity of the church. My plan for 
2010 is to continue to visit and assist in areas of Church Growth and Leadership.  

The Church at Ann’s Grove is doing well. We had a good Gospel Meeting, Follow-
Ups and Nurturing Projects during the year which resulted in many obeying the Gos-
pel and others being restored. We have had the joy of participating in various house 
meetings and fellowships which helps to provide encouragement and boost enthusi-
asm in the body. The Children work at Bee Hive South is also growing. 
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On Sunday December 20, we 
hosted our Annual Children 
Year End Fellowship. The ac-
tivity was held at the Ann’s 
Grove Church Building. More 
than one hundred were present 
from the Ann’s Grove/
Clonbrook and Bee Hive areas. 
Mark Adams and the youths of 
Ann’s Grove led the Children 
in Praise and Worship and fun 
activities. The brethren at Ann’s Grove contributed gifts of toys and lots of food, 

drinks and special goodies for the Children. There was also 
a quiz segment where the 
children were tested on 
the lessons taught during 
the year. It was a great 
day of fun and fellowship 
and we continue to praise 
God for the opportunities 
of being able to train the 
young ones in the way of 
the Lord. 
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During the month of December we reflected on the Coming of Christ into the world 
and His Mission of Redemption. Myself and Brother Zephyr preached on “God’s 
Plan Of Redemption In Christ.” and “The Great Commission: Our Mission.” I will 
begin a new series from the Beatitudes of Jesus entitled “How To Survive The 
Storm.”  Brother Desmond Zephyr has completed “1 Corinthians” in the Adult Bible 
Class and should begin “2 Corinthians.”   The Children Class has completed Book 
Two - “God Takes Care of His Children” in the “Jesus Loves Us” series from Mission 
Printing and will begin Book Three. On Wednesdays we continue our study in “The 
Book Of Acts.” We have fallen back on this study because of the frequent power out-
ages.  
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During the month of December, we met at Lamaha Gar-
dens on Thursdays testing our internet connection and dis-
cussing with Brother Jerry Cantrell the various needs that 
exist here in Guyana that can be addressed by lessons 
taught through the Video Conferencing Classes. Brother 

Jerry has been working tire-
lessly in the US trying to as-
sist with equipment, funding 
and other needs in order to 
get these classes going. We are very grateful for all his 
efforts. We have made several successful connections 
and are now ready to begin classes this January. Please 
continue to pray for this effort. 
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As is our tradition here in Guyana, we ceased every op-
portunity to meet on the night of New Year’s Eve so we 
can fellowship, pray and usher in the New Year together. 
Despite the many difficulties and challenges, this was a 
very special year for us at Ann’s Grove and there were 
many things to be grateful 
for. God has shown us his 
presence and blessings even in the midst of difficult cir-
cumstances. Moreover, he has opened many doors of 
opportunities for us. Our meeting began at 10PM. 
We watched a cartoon movie together featuring 

the story of Joseph. Then 
we sang and prayed to-

gether. Shenay and I did a duet “Do You Love The 
Lord?” after which Brother Zephyr delivered the New 
Year’s Challenge. We turned the lights out at five min-
utes before  twelve, lit candles and everyone made their 
Resolutions in quietness and candlelight. After the ser-
vice we had a meal together. 
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Shenay Maria continues to make us proud. She has 
been developing very well.
